This interference probably
resulted from insufficient plastic tie wraps, necessary to keep the fuel hose in
its location.

This condition, if not detected and corrected, could lead to fuel leakage,
possibly resulting in a fire and consequent damage to the aeroplane.

For the reasons described above, this AD requires an inspection of the fuel
hoses and, depending on findings, the accomplishment of the applicable
corrective actions.

If any loose hose is found during the inspection required by paragraph (1)
of this AD, before next flight, add plastic tie straps to correctly secure the
fuel hose to the wing structure, in accordance with the instructions of
Costruzioni Aeronautiche TECNAM SB 56 - CS.
